British subjects land 
at Albemarle Point, 
present-day Charles-
towne Landing. 

1680
Colonists resettle the city on 
the southern Charleston Penin-
sula, partly for security from the 
Spanish and largely in hopes of 
escaping the “fevers” spread 
by mosquitoes. 

1699
A yellow fever epidemic kills an 
estimated 160 to 190 people.

1718
Capt. Edward Teach, aka “Blackbeard,” 
besieges the port city, seizes many  
influential Charlestonians as prisoners 
and refuses to return them until he  
receives a trunk full of medicine to treat 
his ailing sailors.  

1738
 A smallpox epidemic, the 
fifth in Charleston’s brief 
history, kills scores of whites 
and half of the area’s  
Cherokee population.
